Doce Pares Eskrima has always
been the martial arts treasure of
Cebu, Philippines, but one cannot
appreciate it until understanding
the Great Grandmaster Ciriaco
“Cacoy” Canete who is truly a
living legend.

Grandmaster “Cacoy” is the last
surviving member of the original
Doce Pares Club. Born on August
9, 1909, the 89 year old Grand-
master Cacoy still teaches Eskrido,
an art form he developed which
involves throwing, overcoming,
and discarding, or disposing of, an
opponent with or without an
Eskrima olisi (stick).

His goal in martial arts training is
to offer confidence to those with
low self-esteem, courage to the
intimidated, and nurture a sense of
responsibility among citizens.

The legendary “Cacoy” Canete of
Cebu, Philippines, is the only 12th
degree black belt and the highest
ranking member of the famed
Doce Pares Eskrima Club. He
started learning Eskrima at the age
of 7 under the eldest of his eight
brothers, Momoy Canete.

I have seen many of his certifi-
cates of accomplishment in his
Doce Pares Club and at his home,
and there are far too many to list
them all.

GM Cacoy Canete continues to
develop his fighting skills of Doce
Pares and Eskrido. Cacoy has a
love not only for Eskrima, but
excelled in other martial arts such
as Judo, Boxing, Karate, and
Wrestling. He attracts readers and
students internationally who love
to attend his seminars because his
enthusiasm for all martial arts is
so infectious.

If you are fortunate enough to
have the opportunity to attend his
seminar or class, you know you are
getting the finest instruction from
a gentleman who truly loves
Eskrima and all martial arts. He
joked about outlasting his friends
because he still practices Eskrima
while they have stopped train-
ing, Cacoy has said many times,
"When you stop training, you stop
living."

These are words to live by. Great
Grandmaster ~ Ciriaco  Cacoy
Canete is a national treasure who
continues to live and perpetuate
what | think is one of the best
combative martial arts the world
over.

Cacoy's experiences in the martial
arts has taught him to be a ealist.
He understands that human nature
can be sublime as well as base. In
trying to promote the martial arts
he loves, he has been challenged
numerous times in the past.

Great Grandmaster Cacoy is
a religious man who never initi-
ated a challenge, but, to protect his
reputation and family’'s good
name, never refused a challenge
either. He was always victori-
ous. Although some have tried to
tarnish Cacoy’s reputation,
they have not been able ruin his
legacy.

Today, Grandmaster Cacoy is the
president of the International
Cacoy Doce Pares Federa-
tion. The second Doce Pares
president after his older brother,
the late, Eulogio's Canete presi-

dency since 1932. His love of
martial arts has never wavered and
his experiences in it are recognized
internationally.

Thus, he was inducted into the
prestigious Black Belt Hall of
Fame, the Filipino Martial Arts
Hall of Fame, and the U.S. Martial
Arts Hall of Fame. Cacoy is also a
recipient of Cebu, Philippines
Sports Hall of Fame award.

He was bestowed the Presidential
Award in 1979 for winning the
open division at the first Arnis/
Eskrima/ Kali Championship in
the Philippines.

Cacoy Canete is a prominent,
internationally known martial artist
who travels around the globe to
share , teach, and demonstrate his
martial arts skills to others.

Currently, the Grandmaster
promotes his art for self-defense,
sport, and personal well-being. |
am honored and blessed to be his
student.

ISeouI and Cheonju, Korea, between 1970 and 1978, in Chicago, New York,
Los Angeles, San Fransisco, Phoenix, Denver, and Burlington, from 1978 to

2007. He has been a technical and spiritual teacher for over 100 schools.

Grandmaster Sung Baek has conducted over 300 Kuo Shu camp training
sessions, primarily in Chicago, Vermont, and Seattle between 1978 and 2007,
teaching longevity and spirituality in Kuo Shu and Qi Gong.

In 1995, Grandmaster Sung Baek gave up his own Sung’s International
Martial Art Tournaments, which had been around for 10 years, to
demonstrate the international brotherhood of Kuo Shu through sponsoring

the USKSF.

Strike 3 Times in 1.5 Seconds

I wanted to give you a great "triple" fighting combination that | had my students work on last night in class.
This combination is a little different to the regular "triples” like, punch/kick/punch, or jab/jab/reverse punch,
etc. It's different because it's largely unknown, rarely used, incorporates both attack and defense, and uses the
same hand for all 3 strikes. It also draws on the same basic concept from a Pinan kata. Yes, despite many
people's belief that kata is useless, here's a shining example of how a slight modification to the second move
in Pinan Sandan can score you more points than you ever imagined.

Because our triple combination starts off defensively, we need an attack to counter. No better place to start
than countering the good old reverse punch (gyaku zuki) which is responsible for approx. 80% of scoring
technique in traditional karate competition. This defense works best when the belly is the target. So when your
attacker throws their reverse punch to the body in the usual way, you're going to block down gedan barai,
while striking simultaneously with backfist (uraken), to your opponent's temple.

As you do this it's important that you shorten your stance a little to avoid the punch, by moving your front
foot back and raising your center of gravity. This allows you to come "over the top" with a horizontal back fist
strike. Key point: This must be done at the same time as the block! Not block, then back fist, other-
wise you won't break the timing, and you give your opponent a chance to recover!

Immediately as you've scored with the back fist return to your guard position and knock your opponent's front
hand to the outside line of their body . Follow immediately with another counter - this time a reverse punch of your
own to their belly. As your recover your guard, then take your front hand and knock your opponent's guard (if it's
still up), down by turning your hand palm-down and placing it on top of their forearm. This frees up their head for your
final technique. From this position, step forward as you punch, and make a one-leg-punch (ippon ashi dachi
zuki), or what our MMA friends like to call the "superman punch” to the exposed head, and land forward with
your foot on the outside line of your opponent's.

At this position your chest should be against their shoulder and their guard smothered. So again...When the
reverse punch arrives, here's what you do: 1) Block down front hand, make back fist with your other hand; 2)
Return to guard and immediately knock their front arm to the out side, and make reverse punch to their belly;
3) Return to guard and knock their front arm down and come over the top with your one leg punch to their
head. The whole process should take no longer than 1.5 to 2 seconds. The effect when done properly is one of confu-
sion for your opponent because this technique breaks the timing, hits high, low, high, making blocking diffi-
cult, and creates confusion with uncommon techniques.

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The Muk Jong is NO Dummy

Muk Jong, Mook Jong, Wooden
Man, Wooden Dummy: These are
names that you may have heard or
associate with the Sil Lum
(Shaolin) Wooden Man.

In our kwoon, it is not allowed to
call the Muk Jong a Dummy. Sifu
Li says; "If you call the Muk Jong
a dummy, it will hit you back!"

"Then, who is the dummy," | say
to my students. “You are, most
likely, if you take the Muk Jong
too lightly.” 1t "will" hit you back!
If or when you ever try your first
technique or strike on the Jong,
and it is not the correct way you
are to do so, ask yourself why that
hurt so? Did you think the Jong
was a dummy?

Many Sil Lum styles have some
sort of Muk Jong. Off the top, |
can think of Choy Le Fut, Wing
Chun, Southern Mantis and Lai
Tong Pai. Each of these has there
own set and style of training. Lai
Tong Pai has seven Jong sets alone
taught here in the US.

There are several reasons to train
the Muk Jong. Iron Fist or Iron
Palm training is one aspect of this
training. When used properly for
Iron Fist/Palm training, the Jong's
sophisticated nature is readily
apparent. Its ability to advance
one's Iron Fist/Palm training is
indispensable and unprecedented;
therefore, one should not dismiss
this important aspect of training.

The ability of the Jong to
strengthen and toughen your fin-
gers, hands, arms, elbows, legs and
feet is quite amazing. Note: You
might want to make sure you have
some good Jong Dit Da Jow
handy.

Another aspect of Jong training is
to learn the movements of ones
style without worry of training
mishaps one might experience
with a fellow classmate. You can

hit the Jong with all your power
(correct power - the Jing) in most
cases without the worry of de-
struction or harm to another.
However, know your abilities so
that you do not harm yourself.
Like with any kind of training, one
must start slow with the basics and
advance upwards.

A very important aspect of train-
ing, especially in the Lai Tong Pai
style, is the ability to use the Jong
for Luk Sao (Sticky Hand) train-
ing. One should strive to maintain
contact with the Jong's arms when
the form you are training calls for
it.

The Center Line theory of Lai
Tong Pai is also trained well dur-
ing a session with the Muk Jong. A
student will learn to maintain cen-
terline control of an encounter by
maintaining that same centerline
control while practicing the Muk
Jong.

A little history on the Muk Jong
might be interesting now. Most
styles Jongs may have developed
directly from one or many of the
Sil Lum Jongs.

The legendary Sil Lum (Shaolin)
Wooden Men are perhaps the
greatest tradition and/or legacy
the Sil Lum Temple has left us in
the Chinese Martial Arts. It Jong
is, perhaps, one of the most so-
phisticated devices and probably
one of the hardest to master in the
Sil Lum system.

Mention the Sil Lum Wooden
Men in any martial arts circle and
what usually comes to mind is the
Tale of the 108 Wooden Men of
Sil Lum. Legend has it that the
disciples of Sil Lum Temple of
Hunan who wished to leave the
temple had to fight their way
through a gauntlet of 108 wooden
men as a final test of skill and
endurance comparable to that of a
Master.

This became known as: The 108

Movements of the Sil Lum
Wooden Men Hall and ensured
that only the best who survived
this test would leave the temple
and spread its teachings. Thus,
those who failed the test had to
resubmit themselves for further
training.

It is also thought that the 108
Wooden Men may have actually
been monks that the Disciple had
to fight in order to leave the tem-
ple. They would have gotten this
nickname because of their need to
become and look emotionless
while testing the Disciple which
may very well have been a close
comrade. Either way, it is a great
story and one, which has spawned
many books and movies.

Could you pass the test of the
108? Something to think about the
next time you call a Muk Jong a
"DUMMY!"

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The Importance of Integrity

As an instructor at my school as
well as a youth minister at my
church, I often tell my kids that no
matter what possessions you gain
while you inhabit this earth, the
only thing people remember when
you're gone is your word. It's
important to understand that.
You'll most certainly NEVER
hear someone at a funeral utter the
words, “It's so sad... he had a
really great car.” or, “How unfor-
tunate... his house was so beauti-
ful.” You will, however, hear dis-
cussions about the great things he
has done, what a giving person he
was, and how you could always
count on him.

Integrity. Webster’s defines it as “a
firm adherence to a code of
especially moral or artistic values.”

Your integrity defines who you
are. People know whether they can
count on you or not. Do you do
what you SAY you're going to do?
We as martial artists are expected
to be some of the most integrity-
filled people you could ever meet.

Daily, we teach things like respect,
self-control, courtesy, loyalty, and
integrity... but do we LIVE it? We
should not teach others what we
do not practice ourselves, though
many do. It's imperative that our
students see us as trusting and non
-hypocritical if we ever want to be
successful at changing the lives of
children for the better.

When | talk to my students
privately about their occasional
mistakes or shortcomings, | use
myself as an example. They hear
about my mistakes and shortcom-
ings. My students know that |
never excelled in math. They know
that I got picked up by my feet by
the biggest bully in 7t grade and
got placed head first into a
cafeteria trash can.

They know that | didn’t pass my
4t dan testing because | messed
up an orange belt kata (and now
YOU do, too!). They know that

I've made MANY mistakes, and
that's important. It's important
because now they can comfortably
connect with me when THEY
make mistakes. I'm approachable
to them, and they believe me when
| tell them something. We then
discuss how they can move
forward without making the same
mistakes again.

Integrity... not always easy, but
ALWAYS necessary. Have you
ever had to hold a student back
for not passing a belt test? It's
absolutely the toughest thing |
have to do as an instructor... but
my students KNOW that if they
don't pass their test, they'll get
another chance, and when they
DO pass, they not only get their
next rank, but leave with a strong
sense of accomplishment. They
KNOW that they earned it!

They know that they DESERVE
it! That's a great feeling, isn't it?
Knowing that you did all you
could to attain the rank that you
currently hold? Everything that we
do builds our integrity (or destroys
it). So many schools now-a-days
are what | like to call “McBlack
Belt” schools... pay at one
window and pick it up at the next.

Kids can receive a black belt just
for showing up a couple of times a
week for a given amount of time,
as long as the parents continue
paying their tuition. A black belt
is pretty much guaranteed, regard-
less of technique. Where's the
integrity in that?

Truth be told, | had an ADULT
student of mine leave as a green
belt to attend another school. He
personally told me that the reason
he left was because “... they
promised me a black belt sooner.”

This happened in September of
last year... 7 months ago. Now,
he’s opening his own dojo. From
green belt to school owner in 7
months. Would YOU want to be a
student there? Would you feel

satisfied or consider yourself an
accomplished martial artist if you
received your black belt like that?
Certainly not.

Integrity. It's an attribute that's
ESSENTIAL in martial arts train-
ing. We have to offer something
more than just techniques within our
school walls, otherwise we become
just another YouTube. Do your
part in shaping the lives of your
students. Teach by example the
importance of something that
they’ll ALWAYS be appreciated
and respected for...their
INTEGRITY!
