The United States Martial Arts 

Hall of Fame will this year honor 

the life and legacy of several   

martial arts pioneers in a special 

ceremony during the July 31   

induction banquet. 

Bruce Lee:  The 

man who many 

attribute the explo-

sion in marital arts 

in America, Bruce 

Lee is considered 

by many to be the 

founder of mixed 

martial arts in 

America, as he sought to find the 

òbest of the bestó in the develop-

ment of what would become Jeet 

Kune Do.  Bruce Lee would have 

been 70 years old this year. 

Ed Parker Sr.:  

The founder of 

American Kenpo, 

Ed Parker was a 

pioneer in bringing 

Japanese arts to the 

United States.  He 

is credited with opening the first 

commercial martial arts school in 

the Western United States, as well 

as helping a number of other  

aspiring martial artists open their 

own dojos throughout the United 

States.  Elvis Presley received a 

black belt from Ed Parker, and  

later served as a bodyguard for 

Presley.  Parker was also well 

known in Hollywood, training 

several stunt men  and was instru-

mental in introducing Bruce Lee to 

the Western world  by introducing 

him at his International Karate 

Championships. 

Adriano Emparado:  

The founder of the 

Hawaiian martial arts 

system, Kajukenbo,  

Emparado helped to 

create a system to 

help the òcommon man fight the 

common criminaló.   

With the assistance of Peter Yil 

Choo, Joseph Holck, Frank    

Ordonez and George Chuen Yoke 

Chang, Emparado worked to  

explore the weaknesses of several 

martial arts systems to create a 

unique fighting style considered to 

be a no-nonsense, highly effective 

self-defense system. 

Emparado oepend the first Kaju-

kenbo school in 1950, and charged 

only $2.00 a month per student. 

Peter Urban:  

Born in 1934 in 

New Jersey, Peter 

Urban was third 

g e n e r a t i o n    

student of the 

legendary Miyagi Chojun (founder 

of GoJu Ryu) under Mejin Gogen 

Yamaguchi.   In 1959, he began to 

teach Karatedo in New York City 

and from these humble beginnings 

became All American GoJu    

Systemó (American GoJu). 

We will honor these patrons of the 

arts, their life and their legacy, as 

we also honor those who are today 

making a positive difference in the 

lives of others through the      

medium of the martial arts at the 

2010 United States Martial Arts 

Hall of Fame Induction Banquet , 

to be held on Saturday, July 31, 

2010 at the Downtown Sheraton 

in Nashville TN.
